Assist in the supervision of the physical security of the building as it pertains to security lights,
locking and unlocking the facility.

Provide emergency clean-up for spills and mishaps throughout facility.

Inspect, routinely, building lighting and daily relamping of light fixturesin all rooms.

Assist in the operation of the facility HVAC systems as required.

Assist in setting up for meetings and workshaops on planning days.

Conduct minor maintenance repairs assigned, within the knowledge and skill level of a
custodian.
